A word from JU'y 2009
Pastor Mike
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“Do not work for the food that perishes, but for the food that endures f or eternal life, which the Son of man will give
you” (John 6:27).

“Jesus said to them, | am the bread of life. Whoe  ver comes to me will never be hungry, and whoeverb  elieves in
me will never be thirsty’ (John 6:35).

Michael Jackson is dead at the age of 50. The media is in a feeding frenzie once again. We are hearing all about
his horrific childhood, his inappropriate relationships with boys, his suspected abuse of prescription drugs, especially pain
killers that may have contributed directly to his death. Some feel sorry for the man-child who was forced to grow up in the
spotlight and never had an opportunity to be a kid. Others say they feel no sympathy for him, because he had every
advantage in life and by advantage of course they mean his wealth and his fame. It seems to me rather obvious now that
those things were not an advantage at all, and indeed it is difficult for me to imagine anyone for whom that kind of wealth
and super stardom would be an advantage.

How on earth does one have a net worth of several billion dollars and die 500 million in debt if the reports | read are
accurate? Wealth, popularity, idol status does not satisfy the deepest needs, appetites and longings. If anything it seems
this only exacerbated needs that Michael Jackson felt could only, finally, be met by more wealth, by relationships with
children who might love him genuinely and not just because he was a superstar entertainer. His lifestyle became a mill
stone around his neck, he became a prisoner, and ultimately an addict whose self-destruction was a long time in making.

Of course the death of Michael Jackson is a spectacle that most people will have trouble relating to. After all, none
of us will ever have the opportunity to build the kind of empire he had and then become a prisoner of it. His staggering
wealth and talent and celebrity are things most of us cannot wrap our heads around. What on earth could any of us
possibly have in common with Michael Jackson?

On a smaller scale | can think of a number of things. Many of us have experienced severe loneliness and
alienation, and have developed addicted behaviors of one kind or another. Over spending our means is one of the things
that have led us into the current economic crisis. None of us will ever have the wealth that Michael Jackson squandered,
but we do fall into the same pattern of pursuing what Jesus calls the bread that perishes. It looks so appealing. We can
upgrade our lifestyle, move from a Toyota to a Mercedes, from a three bedroom to a five bedroom home with a pool, we can
look healthy and happy, and as long as there isn’t an interruption in our income we can stretch it to make ends
meet...barely. But should we become just another victim of the poor economy the bottom falls out quickly. People max out
their credit cards because they have bought into the message of “You want it, you deserve it, you earned it, go and get it!”

I don’t mean to chalk all of Michael Jackson’s aberrations up to his wealth and his lifestyle, anymore than | can
generalize about your lives. However, when the current economic crisis is truly a thing of the past, and incomes that have
been cut are restored, those who have lost their jobs are once again gainfully employed, | do wonder if we will have gained
the wisdom not to chase the extravagances that have led us into our current predicament. | think not. We will fall back into
the pattern of consuming the bread that perishes, searching for something we know not what. We think we will be happy if
we only had a little more money, a boat, the dream house on the hill, a husband or wife who understands us better. We
come to the end of our lives wondering if we have accomplished anything of value. Will we leave behind a legacy that is
worth remembering? Have we justified ourselves before God and others? The endless striving to establish ourselves is
only resolved when we encounter the living Christ. He alone is the bread of life, the food that endures for eternal life. He
provides truth to nourish the soul, meaningful, purposeful living, and dying, and peace at the last because our future is not
up to us to secure.

When | am particularly challenged by something, especially when | am with a person in crisis (maybe the
hospital, or the nursing home?,) | find a special prayer helpful. It's short, it's to-the-point, and it puts things into
perspective. It goes like this, “we give you thanks, Lord, that you are God. And we are not.” Not being God is a
great comfort, | find, especially when we are called on to be more than we are capable of doing or being.

Today, many among us are underemployed. Some are unemployed. And those of us who retain our jobs are
sometimes being asked to do more than ever, for less, and we may be afraid to set limits because we could be
the next to go. These are difficult times. The times call us to acknowledge that God is God; we are not.

One time my brother was on his way to Chicago to our church-wide offices for a meeting. The plane in which
he was a passenger hit some turbulence as it began to descend toward O’Hare Airport. As the plane lurched
and rolled, the passengers began to rethink airline food, and a woman seated next to my brother (who was
wearing his clerical collar) implored, “Father, do something about this horrible disruption!” “Ma’m,” my brother
said calmly, “I'm in sales. You need technical support.” I'm not sure it made the person feel better, but it's a way
of claiming who's in charge; You are God. We are not.

In Mark 4: 35-41, Jesus is asleep in the back of the boat when a great storm arises that causes fear among his
companions. In calming the storm, Jesus proves that he is God. In calming the storm Jesus proves that we are
not God. We are not spared from storms in our lives, any more than the skunks and the raccoons and the
mosquitoes and the gnats. As part of creation, storms happen and there are casualties. But by Jesus’ example,
we are able to claim one important realization: we don't need to tell God how big the storms are as much as we
need to tell the storms how big God is.

When we are tired, depressed, over-worked or underappreciated, it hurts, and we can tell God about it, in
prayer or at worship. But putting that in perspective is a calm Savior named Jesus, who hears our prayers. “We
give you thanks, Lord, that you are God. And we are not.”

TEMPLE TALK
6/7/09

Good Morning. Pastor Mike asked me stand before you
today to speak about my passion for Christian Education.
I have some very clear memories of Sunday School as a
small child; classes in the old parsonage on South Main
Street; then into the basement of the church next door; by
sixth grade we graduated to the balcony. Confirmation
found us in the house on Cook Street.

the years, but | have named many.

Immediately after confirmation, | began as a classroom
assistant in Sunday School under the tutelage of Claire
Werner. A few years later | became full-fledged teacher
at the primary level. There are many of you here today
who | had as Sunday School students and now | have
your children! Yikes!! Yes, | have been involved for a
very long time! | won't tell you how many, but you can
easily do the math!

Eventually after college | became a member of the
Christian Education Committee with Bill Muller and
Marlene Parker as a couple of the chairpersons who |
looked up to. The thought that | would be chairperson of
the Christian Education committee was never entertained
as a twenty-something; but here | stand as chairperson of
the Christian Education committee! God works in
mysterious ways, you might say! | have a passion for
Christian Education that has developed over most of my
lifetime and | do feel that God has called me to the place |
am now.

| was trained in college as a elementary and early
childhood teacher. | always taught primary grades. But
about ten years ago | was approached by members of the
council asking if | would consider teaching the senior
confirmation class. While apprehensive at first, | did feel
a nudge from God telling me to give it a shot! | did and
the rest is history. | can’t imagine not teaching ninth
graders! It is probably the most enjoyable hour each
week that | spend. | love the teens and | only pray that
they might remember me some day just as | remember
with love and affection the many teachers who have
touched my life.

2. ST. PAUL'S CHURCH HISTORY NOTES
1884 — 2009 125 YEARS

In January 1885, Louisa Augusta Falk was the first child
baptized. In this same month, forty-nine members
received the Sacrament at the first communion service.
In April of 1885, fifteen members received their
Confirmation: Johann Rosenbeck, David Bottcher,
Friedrich Bottcher, Wilhelm Nierintz, Friedrich Muller,
Albert Schroeder, August Hoffmann, Wilhelmine Witzke,
Wilhelmine Nierintz, Louise Nierintz, Agnes Bottcher,
Laura Bottcher, Bertha Bottcher, Louise Volkmann, and
Lena Witzke.

Sixty members were present on October 31, 1885 and
the church name was given.

The first marriage ceremony took place in October of
1886 between Carl Schroeder and Augusta Krause, while
the first funeral service was for Carl Noeske in 1887.

February 12, 1887 — The Germans worshipping in the
Congregational Church have shown a worthy and
generous appreciation of the conveniences given them by
giving the society in return, one of the best Burdette
Chapel Organs for the use of the Sunday School. The
instrument was purchased through F. E. Capewell. A
thank you was received by our members with the
following note...."The beautiful organ which has recently
been placed in the church by this congregation, attests
their interest in this service and their appreciation of the
Christian courtesy with which they are welcomed to this
house of God".

July 23, 1887 — A petition is being circulated and receives
the names of our prominent citizens, in favor of allowing
the use of one of the public school rooms for an evening
German School. Harry Barreuther of Winsted taught said
German School.

April 1888 — The German congregation worshiping in the
Congregational Church is

steadily and largely increasing. The last service had 130
people in attendance. The Rev. Mr. Hantel ministers in
18 missions in this State, aggregating 3,000 Germans.

By May of 1889, the church membership grew to 355.

In 1890, officers of the congregation were selected. They
were President and Treasurer: William Witzke; Deacon:
William Falk; Secretary: John H. Rosenbeck. During this
year, services were held at the Methodist Church and the
congregation became affiliated with the New York and
New Jersey Synod.

March 1890 — The German Sunday School (started four
Sundays since in the Congregational Chapel), is proving
a great success. There were 62 scholars present. Mrs.
Julius Klein is Superintendent; John Rosenbeck,
Secretary; and there are 6 teachers.

June 1890 — The Rev. Mr. Hantel had a congregation of
200 on Sunday and preached the best of any Sunday he
has been in town, almost entirely without notes. His
subject was the Wedding Feast and its invitation.

September 11, 1890 - This was an important day with the
German Church. There was a large attendance, a
sermon by Rev. Mr. Hantel, the Lord’s Supper, and
Confirmation of nine children. They were Otto Jasch,
Bertha and Mary Rickert, Hornfischer boy, Kischel girl,
Dahm girl, Niels Rosenbeck. Ernest Nierintz and Johann
Hoffman. Over 80 partook of the Communion. After the
service, a long discussion was held concerning the future,
as a new pastor has been settled in the German Church
at Waterbury. It was decided that this being Rev. Mr.
Hantel's largest congregation and a growing one, that he
locate here, moving from Waterbury. He would conduct
three regular services a month instead of one. The other
part of his work will be in Bristol, Seymour and some
other areas. Mr. Hantel will be under the direction of the
Lutheran Synod.

October 3, 1890 — The church has been received into the
Evangelical Lutheran Synod of New York and New
Jersey.

Pastor Hantel was installed as Pastor of our
Congregation at the Methodist Church in November,
1890. There was a special service and a sermon by The
Rev. Prof. G. F. Behringer, Ecclesiastical History
Professor of Hartwick Seminary, N.Y. He was a
classmate of Mr. Hantel at Gettysburg.

November, 1890 — Rev. Mr. Hantel started a class in
German at his home in Torrington. He taught reading,
conversation, and grammar. He also taught German
youth English grammar. He also planned to give private
lessons in Latin, Greek, or Hebrew if there was interest.
He had a brother-in-law, Prof. Eben of Philadelphia who
spoke 12 languages. Prof. Behringer spoke 5 languages.

February 1891 — The German Society is looking for a lot
to build a chapel.

March 1891 — The Ladies Aid of the German Lutheran
Church is now two months old. It has 16 members and
more joining at their next meeting. They are doing a very
good work for the church and helping the sick and poor
among them.

April 1891 — A number of young German people met at
the home of Pastor Hantel for the purpose of organizing a
young people’s society called “Martin Luther Society”.
Their object is to promote an earnest Christian life among
its members, and to acquaint them with the doctrines and
work of the Lutheran Church; to establish a bond of union
and Christian fellowship among our own youth, and to
engage in religious, literary, and social exercises as a
means of development. They meet every two weeks.
The officers are: President, Miss Louise Nierintz; Vice
President, Miss Augusta Kischel; Secretary, Mr. Jens
Rosenbeck; Treasurer: Mr. Albert Schroeder.

MUTUAL MINISTRY COMMITTEE

Our next step . . .The Mutual Ministry committee is
exploring another way of doing personnel evaluations for
our pastors. The design of one type of review is laid out in
the book Completing the Circle Reviewing Ministries in
the Congregation by David R. McMabhill. Based on
several months of study by the committee and a
presentation to the Congregation Council, we are
beginning to explore this feedback review system for
St. Paul’'s pastoral ministry. This approach is currently
used by other denominations in Connecticut.
As it is nearly impossible for a pastor to demonstrate
‘improved’ performance on an annual basis and we as
members of the congregation are most interested in what
the pastor’s ministry means to me, this review approach
goes to the heart of each of these. Using quarterly
feedback sessions that are based on personal
experiences shared in a group setting grounded by the
use of standardized questions, the Mutual Ministry
committee will be better able to provide review comments
to the staff of St. Paul's. These responses will be based
in members’ personal experiences of ministry.
The initial focus of the feedback would be Our Experience
of Worship (p 62) - the primary one for which our pastors
are responsible; therefore, it seems the appropriate
starting point for initiating this type of review. In following
the features of the program, congregation members
would be chosen at random to participate in one feedback
session. Sessions will be scheduled by the Mutual
Ministry committee at various times to encourage
participation by a wide cross section of the members of
St. Paul's. Information that comes from each group is
expected to be descriptive in nature.
It is our committee’s goal to hold the first groups in
August and quarterly sessions thereafter. Members from
the Mutual Ministry committee will be present at the
services on August 8 and 23", We will randomly ask if
people who attended worship would spend 15 — 30
minutes answering questions about their worship
experience. Participation is voluntary. Members will be
selected at random based on attendance at these two
worship services. The next session will be held in
November.
An example of the questions to be used include the
following:
- What was it like for you preparing to come to
worship today?

Was there any time in the service when you were
especially aware of the love of God?

What did you experience during the offering?

How did you respond to the music used in the
service?

When we celebrate Holy Communion, what do
you usually experience?

We hope that if you're asked, you will participate in
sharing your experience of worship at St. Paul’s.

One son tells me that his Dad has a warm and gentle
spirit; he is practical and handy; he is genuine and kind;
he is a man after God’'s own heart. This son describes
his Dad to King David, from the 34" Psalm.
