Dear sisters and brothers in Christ,

On a recent morning walk | reflected upon familiar words from Ecclesiastes, "For everything there is a season, and
a time for every matter under heaven" (Ecclesiastes 3:1, NRSV). As | walked, | prayed and pondered about this
time in the life of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA). It is my prayer that we use this time for
discerning and engaging; for repenting and reconciling; for restraint but not timidity; and for rejoicing.

A Time for Discerning and Engaging

Throughout the ELCA | hear people asking, "Is my voice heard? Will my voice be respected as we seek together to
discern God's purpose for us?" The answer is yes. Nevertheless, people of deep faith and a desire to be part of
this church wonder: Do we mean it when we say we can preach, teach and hold divergent views on sexuality and
be full participants in the ELCA's life and witness? Again, the answer is yes.

My confident "yes" is predicated upon our shared commitment to be engaged together in discernment. This
discernment is hard work. It must be grounded in the witness of the Scriptures and the Confessions, and it needs
the voices of all the baptized. It calls for the Holy Spirit's guidance and our prayerful, disciplined and respectful
listening to one another.

Even more, the source for my confident "yes" is God's gracious "yes" to us, spoken through the life, death and

resurrection of Jesus. The "yes" of Jesus empowers us to be passionately engaged. It frees us to ask questions,
have difficult conversations and uncover differences and tensions. It calls each of us to be everyday evangelists,
discerning together what the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ means for the world and for our common life.

Let our shared commitment be that our discerning together always will serve our proclamation of Jesus Christ in
word and deed and our engagement in God's mission for the life of the world.

A Time for Repenting and Reconciling

The most powerful moment in the recent assembly of The Lutheran World Federation occurred when Lutherans
asked for forgiveness from God and from Mennonites for the violence done to Anabaptist Christians in Reformation
times and through the continuing legacies in Lutheran teachings. This public act of repentance, with many
delegates on their knees, was a powerful witness to the healing of wounds in Christ's body, the church.

With tears in our eyes, we heard promises of God’s mercy in Christ and words of forgiveness from Mennonite
sisters and brothers as we received and shared God's gift of forgiveness and healing.

This experience of reconciliation is underscored for me in the fifth chapter of 2 Corinthians: the powerful
announcement that if anyone is in Christ, there is a new creation. This new creation rises from Jesus, who died
rather than be in the sin-accounting business.

The implication for us of the gospel's transforming power is that we become ambassadors for Christ. God has
entrusted to each of us the message and ministry of reconciliation.

As yet another Lutheran church body forms, we must ask how this separation in the body of Christ will serve the
ministry and message of reconciliation entrusted to us by God.

The ELCA has and will continue reaching out to others for the sake of the gospel and serving our neighbor.
Standing together, we are known as a church that rolls up its sleeves and solves problems, the church that is
catalyst, convener and bridge builder. Our strong ecumenical relationships and global partnerships testify to that
commitment. Yet before the ELCA can undertake any such efforts with a new Lutheran church body, | believe we
must commit to obey the commandment against bearing false witness and commit to live its meaning in every
setting, both private and public: "We are to fear and love God, so that we do not tell lies about our neighbors,



betray or slander them, or destroy their reputations. Instead we are to come to their defense, speak well of them,
and interpret everything they do in the best possible light" (The Small Catechism, Evangelical Lutheran Worship,
p.1161).

A Time for Restraint but not Timidity

We live in a world that is plagued by incivility, willful misunderstanding and hurtful caricatures of those with whom
one disagrees. Let us declare that such behaviors will stop with us. There is room in this church for lively
conversations and disagreements about questions of faith and life. There is room in this church for vigorous
dialogue that witnesses to faith without rushing to judgment and closing off discussion.

Let us be restrained in our judgments and speak charitably with and about one another. Let us not be timid as we
boldly proclaim Jesus Christ and participate in God's healing of the world. Let us generously, faithfully and
courageously respond to the groaning of the creation and the cries of humanity.

A Time for Rejoicing

Even in the midst of great challenges in the economy and in the church, we can rejoice because the ministry in
which we are engaged is a ministry of God's mercy and reconciliation in Christ. Our ministry is not about us, our
shortcomings or our problems, for we proclaim Jesus Christ. We rejoice in the forgiveness that God offers at the
font and the table, in public proclamation and personal assurance. We celebrate the reconciliation from God that
breaks down every dividing wall of hostility and unites humankind in the bonds of Christ. We delight in the promise
of the new creation that God is bringing to life in Christ. We joyfully embrace the world and all its inhabitants in love
and service. What a cause for rejoicing!

By your word, eternal God, your creation sprang forth, and we were given the breath of life. By your word, eternal
God, death is overcome, Christ is raised from the tomb, and we are given new life in the power of your Spirit. May
we boldly proclaim this good news in our words and our deeds, rejoicing always in your powerful presence;
through Jesus Christ, our risen Lord. Amen. (Evangelical Lutheran Worship, p. 75)

Perhaps we
will be blessed with warm weather and no early frosts so
we can continue to provide fresh produce late into the
growing season.

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October 4, 1920 — A special service in connection with the
observance of the 25™ anniversary of the ordination of Rev. Otto
Seidenstuecker was held in St. Paul's German
Lutheran Church. The preacher was Rev. Dr. John
Heischmann of Brooklyn, N.Y., who took part in the exercises
held in Torrington 20 years ago when Rev. Seidenstuecker was
installed as pastor of St. Paul’'s Church.

Michael Winzler, President of the Men’s Society, presented to
Rev. Seidenstuecker, on behalf of the organization, a purse
containing $25 in silver as a material token of their affection and
esteem.

Many denominations were reported in the gathering which
numbered several hundred. Following the service a reception
was held in the church basement with the young people as
hosts and hostesses. Ice cream, coffee and cake were served.

January 12, 1921 — German Church plans to build a Parish
House. Tentative plans for the erection of a parish house for St.
Paul's German Lutheran congregation were discussed at the
annual meeting of the church. It was decided to have the
building erected as soon as conditions are more certain. The
building is to stand on the large lot back of the church building
on South Main Street. A substantial fund to pay for the work
has already been raised. The Ladies Aid Society alone has
$1,544.81 in its treasury for the fund.

Reports presented at the meeting showed that the church had
experienced a remarkably successful year. The income was
$5,625.55 and expenses $5,492.13 including over $1,000 for
coal. Every bill has been paid, and the sum of $1,289.19 has
been given for charity. Substantial contributions have been
made for the support of the old people’s home at Southbury,
and the Ladies Aid Society has sent several boxes of clothes
and food to sufferers in Europe. The last box was sent to an
orphan home at Flatow. The report on finances was presented
by Fred Michaelis, financial secretary.

The church membership includes 300 families, numbering
1,200 communicants, all of whom have cooperated loyally with
the Pastor, Rev. Otto Seidenstuecker, in carrying on the
activities of the congregation and affiliated societies.

It was announced that the work of installing two new stain-
glass windows over the altar had been completed and that
dedication would take place on Sunday at the regular morning
service. The windows are of exceptional beauty. One picture,
“The Good Shepherd” and the other “Christ in Gethsemane”.
They are the gifts of Charles W. Volkmann and Jacob Haas, two
prominent members of the congregation.
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January 16, 1921 — The dedication of two beautiful stained
glass windows took place at St. Paul's German Lutheran
Church in the presence of a congregation which filled the church
to capacity. Rev. Otto Seidenstuecker conducted the service.

One of the windows is the gift of Charles W.; Ernest and
Louisa Volkmann, and the other is the gift of Jacob Haas. They
are superb in their coloring and artistry and greatly enhance the
appearance of the church. Both are over the altar, where before
there was but one window. The subject of the Volkmann
window is “The Good Shepherd”, and of the Haas window
“Christ in Gethsemane”.

July 29, 1921 — Lightning Hits Church Steeple and Two
Houses. The steeple of St. Paul's German Lutheran Church on
South Main Street, the residence of F. E. Doolittle on Harwinton
Road, and the residence of H. H. Wilber on High Street were
struck by lightning during the storm which visited this section
shortly before 6 p.m. last night.

About 50 telephones in various parts of the borough were put
out of order, and the electric lighting system was affected. The
south end circuit of the fire alarm system was also rendered
useless early in the evening, and this prevented the turning in of
an alarm for the fire started by the lightning at the German
Church.

The bolt struck the top of the steeple, tore off a circle of slate
shingles a few feet from the top and then passed down the
northwest corner of the steeple, tearing a long jagged hole.
Pieces of slate were hurled in every direction and ornamental
woodwork on all sides of the lower part of the steeple were
ripped off. Rev. Otto Seidenstuecker, pastor, was sitting on the
porch of his home next door to the edifice when the lightning
struck. Members of his household were inside. All were
momentarily stunned by the crash, which seemed to rock the
house.

The fire, which started in the upper part of the steeple, could
not be seen from the rectory, and Rev. Seidenstuecker was
unaware that there was a blaze until the fire truck drew up in
front. Somebody had seen the fire and attempted to turn in an
alarm from the box at South Main and Cook Streets, but the
circuit was dead. A still alarm was then sentin. Rev.
Seidenstuecker spoke in enthusiastic terms of the excellent
work done by the firemen. Though handicapped because the
blaze was so high above the street, they soon had it
extinguished. Water and chemicals were used. The water was
played on the outside of the steeple from the roof of the main
body of the edifice and the chemicals from the inside. The loss
is covered by insurance. There was no damage to the interior
of the main body of the church.

Two men had sought shelter under a big tree in front of the
property but when the lightning hit, they hurriedly made it for
some other place. Although no alarm had been sounded, and in
spite of the rain, a big crowd quickly gathered and watched the
firemen fight the blaze.
